Toll Road Issue. Rod advised that it had been reported to him that as of last week Go-Via had started charging full commercial rates for SIVS vehicles of >4.5 tonne rather than the normal non-commercial rate for vehicles. Rod to investigate further and report at the next meeting.

4.3.2 Equipment Purchase

Richard also proposed that the future costs of up to two portable internet connections be authorised for the use of management committee members who do not have internet access be authorised.
